Wrestling Strohsahl Practice wrestling at two levels: varsity and
junior varsity. Standards are set for weight
classes for high school-level dual meets,
multiple duals, and tournaments. Wrestlers can
compete in 14 different weight classes, ranging
from 106 Ib. to the Heavyweight division of up
to 285 Ib.
